2.3 DO NOT speak to teams before the game, unless necessary, as this is causing teams claiming bias as the referee speaks to teams before the game, or calls players by their Christian names. Use their numbers to address a player.  So many of our Referees are doing this. It’s wrong, a professional attitude is needed. 
Wilf Filipczyk, I have been refereeing 30 years and some of the others are the same. I think you are wrong. Some of us know these Referees and have done for some time. This should only apply to the newer Referee’s who speak only to players they know from their club of school etc.

2.4 Put your arm up immediately straight above your head, when awarding an Indirect Free Kick. This saves players asking is it direct or indirect.

2.5 You were all issued with the correct procedure, as to what to do when players swear, and it can be heard.

2.6 If an attacker is offside and the ball goes to the keeper, call “play on”, unless you need to stop the game for another reason. This keeps the game going, gives the defence the advantage, and shows that you have seen the off side.

2.7 Keep an eye on the interchange. At half way, off before on.

2.8 I had the pleasure of attending the Cheryl Salisbury Cup in the school holidays. This is an under 12 girl’s comp, using all girl referee teams. We had two girls present, and I am sure that they learned something, as an assessor was on all the games, and spent time with the referee and assistants after each game. Next year ladies, make an effort to attend this competition and improve your skills.
